Full Synopsis:
"Home" tells a story of love that defies logic and persists for a decade. "Home" takes place in Geula, a commercial center in Jerusalem. Approximately 150,000 to 200,000 people pass through Geula every day, mostly from the ultra-Orthodox community. The religious character is enforced by the "Geula Committee," a group of functionaries led by a strict spiritual leadership, which establishes clear rules for the residents of the neighborhood and the merchants who operate within it. The police know that "Geula" is an autonomous community that solves its own problems.

Yair Kaplan, a young ultra-Orthodox yeshiva student, quits his studies and opens an electronics store in "Geula" called "Home". Contrary to the open and accessible world in which every child has a smartphone, tablet, and access to the Internet, the default approach in Geula is: Everything is forbidden! Yair is aware of the strict rules and succeeds while maintaining balance. Within a few years, he transformed his small "hole-in-the-wall" shop into a leading store. Yair adheres to the strict rules of the "Geula Committee" but exposes the community to the modern world of technological advances. His business booms and he becomes extremely wealthy. Yair thinks the sky's the limit, but the "Geula Committee" doesn't like his infusion of modernity. As there was no other choice, Yair got dragged into a fight.

The plot unfolds over several years through Yair and Nava's unique perspective. They are supposedly a regular ultra-Orthodox couple who were married after being paired by a matchmaker - a method intended to ensure spiritual compatibility. Through his new-found success, Yair's "eyes are opened" and for the first time in his life, he feels like he belongs somewhere. He is fulfilled and at his best when working. The business world pulls him in, but he is unaware that he is putting his home and marriage at risk. He refuses to acknowledge that he has forced Nava to face an impossible dilemma. Nava was raised in a deeply religious home and believes that studying the Torah is a man's highest purpose in life. As her husband becomes a businessman, he dresses differently and changes the characteristics and values of the home that they established together. When he tries to change her, he forces her to make a choice: Should she follow in the footsteps of her husband, the father of her children? Or should she stay faithful to her upbringing, and the values that her parents instilled in her from childhood?

Postponing the decision by another day, month or year only worsens the problem. Yair and Nava try to improve their relationship. They take small steps in the right direction, but they also experience major setbacks until they eventually work through the issues. Unfortunately, just as they manage to work out their differences, they are hit by a storm that almost destroys their relationship. This exposes the enormous gaps hidden beneath the surface. Will their marriage, which is held together by their strong love and caring relationship, survive the attack by religion and its strict rules, or will their differences in values erode the foundation of their relationship, until there is nothing left?

“Home” is based on my own true story. As a graduate of an Orthodox yeshiva, I was married through a traditional matchmaker to a girl from a strict ultra-Orthodox educational institution in Jerusalem. As time passed, I egged farther away from religion. Today, there is a wide gap between my wife and me. I'm not a Sabbath keeper and have not seen a synagogue for at least ten years. On the other hand, my wife still conducts her life according to a strict ultra-Orthodox code.

“Home” portrays my tenacious struggle against Ultra-Orthodox zealots known as the “Geula Committee”. As a result of this fight, my shop was burned down, I spent six months in the hospital with a damaged face and hand, and we deteriorated into poverty and bread turnips. My conflict became highly publicized and covered in the media. It had long-term consequences after it ended. One of these was its impact on my marriage and relationship with my wife’s ultra-Orthodox family, who opposed my position and sided with the committee.

Could it be that the struggle and the disaster that ended it only brought my wife and I closer together? As a matter of fact, she suffered much more than I did. She was torn between our relationship and her family. In my stubborn way, I made things a worsening, and yet, in hindsight, our relationship benefited. We came to a closeness that ordinary life events cannot bring about.

This is a story of love that overcomes obstacles inside and outside. It is about a relationship based on a match between two strangers that slowly grew into a real alliance of lovers.
